December Chapter Review 
 

Program Review 
Bill Kinser with Automated Building Systems and Pete Ray with the OU Health Sciences Center made an ex-
cellent presentation for the December Program on Commissioning – Does it help you get the building that you 
designed? 
 
Bill discussed that the HVAC Commissioning Process is based on ASHRAE Guideline 1-1996.  He empha-
sized that Commissioning is not Test and Balancing, but rather it is the process of ensuring that systems are 
designed, installed, functionally tested, and capable of being operated and maintained to perform in confor-
mity with the design intent.  He then explained how the Commissioning Team is responsible for carrying out 
the Design, Construction and Acceptance phases of the Commissioning Process. 
 
Pete discussed the Commissioning Process from an owner’s representative perspective.  He feels that it adds 
value to a project for the owner in that the finished building more closely matches the owners expectations.  
The building tends to function better because of system testing in the Acceptance Phase and the training of 
maintenance personnel and receiving as-built drawings and IOM’s as part of the process.  He also feels that re-
commissioning is important to the continued smooth operation of a building when systems are modified or 
operating personnel change. 

January Meeting Program Preview 
 
The topic of the January Program will be: ASHRAE Advanced Energy Design Guides – Achieving 30% 
Energy Savings over Standard 90.1-1999 by Glen Boyd with GRB Engineering and Bruce Albertson with 
Engineered Equipment. 
 
This will be a presentation on what is contained in  the guides that have been published and how they can be 
applied to your projects in order to save energy, make a more sustainable building, qualify for LEED points 
and result in lower operating costs for the building owner.
