YOUR OPINION PLEASE………. 
 
Having been asked to represent our chapter at a resent Research Promotion chapter training ses-
sion, I attended a one-day session on August 18 in Las Vegas. The training was conducted for 

regions in the western U.S. plus Mexico. In addition to quality training in the mechanics of raising funds for 
research, a few ideas for special chapter activities were shared by the representatives. 
 
Two ideas discussed were especially interesting – chapter sponsored Training Sessions and Trade Show.  I’d 
like to offer these ideas to the membership for response. The BOG suggested this article could be a beginning. 
 
A multiple week course on HVAC Fundamentals – Alamo chapter (San Antonio) has successfully used ASH-
RAE courses (available from Society) and had different local members team teach the course over a 10 (or so) 
week period (one night per week). The course was designed for newer company personnel in engineering 
firms, manufacturing, building owners, vendors, etc. who did not have background in our industry. The money 
raised through the training was designated for Research. This activity not only benefited research, but 
strengthened the local San Antonio HVAC industry. 
 
A chapter sponsored Trade Show – Honolulu chapter successfully conducted a trade show in memory of a 
well known member who pioneered refrigeration in the islands. Not only did the event raise funds for re-
search, but it benefited the chapter in membership and visibility. 
 
There is only one thing worse that not having a project. That’s doing a project poorly. At our most recent 
BOG meeting, we mainly discussed the Table Top Trade Show idea. Some past trade shows have had more 
vendors attend than engineers or contractors. That leaves a bad taste in the vendors’ mouths. We thought a 
successful Table Top Trade Show could be conducted if we could: 
 
· Raise funds for ASHRAE Research 
· Honor Bill Collins (and/or others) 
· Conduct multiple training seminars during the day for both engineers and contractors 
· Combine the event with a chapter meeting plus joint meeting with others like AIA, BOMA, PHCC, etc. 
· Have vendors pay for tables (literature only, no equipment) from which they could present their products 
 
How do you get a good number of contractors and engineers to come? Engineers would benefit from good 
seminars, giving multiple hours of PDH. And Bob Carson suggested that contractors would be attracted to a 
seminar reviewing the International Building Code, Mechanical sections. He suggested that having a trade-
show every three years coinciding with the newest release of the Code would make sense.
